Commencing at the intersection of Brackley Point Road Rte - 15 and the north
boundary of the city of Charlottetown; thence along the city of Charlottetown
north boundary to St. Peters Road Rte - 2; thence southwestwardly along St.
Peters Road to Riverside Drive; thence southeastwardly along Riverside Drive to
Kensington Road; thence southwestwardly along Kensington Road to Gordon Drive;
thence northwestwardly along Gordon Drive to St. Peters Road; thence
southwestwardly along St. Peters Road to Brackley Point Road Rte - 15; thence
northwestwardly along Brackley Point Road to the intersection of Brackley Point
Road and the north boundary of the city of Charlottetown to the point of

commencement.
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
